There were two items of Chair’s urgent business:
. The Chair advised the Planning Committee that a revised version of the

National Planning Policy Framework was published at Midday on the day of
committee. Chair advised that Annex | of the Framework states that:
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“The policies in this Framework are material considerations which should be taken
into account in dealing with applications from the day of its publication”

Officers had considered the changes to the Framework and would highlight
any specific changes to the planning committee in their presentations.
