(b)  96% of applications determined were approved; Officers worked hard to
negotiate solutions to applications to make them acceptable;

()  98% of applications were delegated to officers; 1706 were determined in

total;

(d) |4 formal complaints and 47 formal compliments were received;

® the number of appeals dealt with was 23 and out of those appeals 65% were
dismissed.
