5. Expedited Premises Licence Review - OMG Plymouth, 11 The Parade, 

Plymouth, PL1 2JL   

 

The Committee considered the application made by the Police under section 53A of the 

Licensing Act 2003 and heard from the Premises Licence Holder and the Premises Licence 
Holder’s legal representative. 

 

The Committee considered that to suspend the licence at this stage would be extreme, but 

it was considered proportionate to impose the following interim condition: 
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Condition: 

 

 Between the hours of 11pm until close of the venue, a SIA registered door staff must 
staff each floor within the premises; 

 

 

o Although not a condition, the committee would further recommend that all 

staff be updated on the Ask Angela policy with evidence of this produced at
