 Commits to providing all possible support to the families and communities affected to respond 

to the tragedy that has occurred, to begin to consider the steps that might be taken to 

recover from its impacts and ensure that there is a fitting memorial.  

 Thanks the emergency services, council staff, charities, churches, partners, community groups 

and local people for their support during the incident and the days and weeks that have 

followed. 

 Hopes the Independent Office for Police Conduct is able to carry out its investigation swiftly 

and thoroughly, and that any early changes in current firearms regulation and guidance that are 

identified are implemented swiftly.
